Referring to the development as his pet project, he
said: “It’s going to be very good for residents. It’s going
to be very good for people who are coming in, to the
market and hawker centre from all over Singapore... 'm
personally very excited about it

Business at the popular Chong Pang Wet Market and
Hawker Centre will not be affected. It will only be
relocated when the new building is ready. All current
stallholders will be guaranteed a place, should they wish
to continue their business there.

“The new integrated development will bring more
vibrancy to Chong Pang City and give all Nee Soon
residents more convenient recreation and lifestyle
options,” Minister K Shanmugam elaborated.

Commercial Space

Will stallholders from the Chong
Pang Wet Market and Hawker
Centre be given a replacement stall?
Yes, owners of all 123 wet market
stalls and 56 hawker stalls will be
offered a replacement stall in the new
building. Majority of the stalls will be
larger, and there will be more seating
for patrons.

Will businesses be affected?

No, they will be able to operate
as per usual until the integrated
development is ready.

What happens after the
stallholders relocate?

The current site of the Wet Market
and Hawker Centre will be turned
into a Community Plaza to further
benefit residents.

How will Block 102 shop owners
be compensated?

They will be compensated based on
market value of the acquired land as
at the gazetted date of acquisition, in
accordance with the Land Acquisition
Act. They will also be compensated
for reasonable expenses such as
relocation fees, and stamp and legal
fees for the replacement property, if
applicable. SLA and HDB will assist
them through the process.

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NEE SOON LINK NEIGHBOURHOOD RENEWAL
PROGRAMME GROUND BREAKING

The Ground Breaking Ceremony for the Neighbourhood
Renewal Programme (NRP) in Nee Soon Link took place
at the hardcourt between Blocks 433 and 435 of Yishun
Avenue 6.

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“The NRP is a lot more important now because a lot of
residents are now working from home. The living spaces
are important as we start to make them better, cleaner, and
more liveable for everyone,” said Nee Soon Town Council
Chairman Mr Derrick Goh, who is also the local MP.

Due for completion by Q3 2021, the NRP will offer residents
of Nee Soon Link upgrades such as new sheltered linkways
and shared paths, improvements to void decks and Residents’
Corners (RC), as well as new open plazas with playgrounds
and sheltered fitness areas at Blocks 423/425 and 433/435.

Acknowledging that there will be some inconveniences
during the construction period, Derrick sought the
understanding of residents and promised better living
spaces for all once the work is done.

The NRP is a Housing Development Board (HDB) initiative
implemented by town councils. The programme is fully
funded by the government to rejuvenate existing estates
and upgrade living environments. These improvements
are selected based on public consultation and consensus
gatherings, so that residents can actively participate in
improving their neighbourhoods.

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BRINGING JOBS TO RESIDENTS

The Nee Soon team worked with partners such as
the Employment and Employability Institute (e2i) and
Workforce Singapore (WSG) to bring jobs to residents
in Nee Soon.

A series of e2i job fairs were held at each of the
five constituencies, with the first at Chong Pang
Community Club on 20 August. At the job fair,
Minister K Shanmugam, MP for Chong Pang,
emphasised on the importance of these efforts. “Without
jobs, you can't look after yourself.

Newly minted MP for Nee Soon South Ms Carrie
Tan has always been an advocate for causes she
cares about. Since she entered Parliament in July this
year, Carrie has spoken up on issues relating to low
income workers, the Arts & Culture sector, delivery
riders, mental health and more, following through on
her promise to help bridge the gap for those who are
under-served and under-represented.

In this interview, she shares how her new role as
MP and Vice-Chairman of Nee Soon Town Council
provides her the opportunity to speak up and make a
difference. “Politics is a wider platform, where I can
now represent a broader spectrum of residents and
bring their voices to Parliament to make changes and
improvements,” she said.

Rising to the Challenge

GE2020 was fun, intense and emotional all at once
for Carrie.

“When you’re going to so many blocks and knocking
on doors, you really get a lot of hands-on and face-to-
face time with residents. It deepened my conviction
and made it very real... that residents are counting
on me,” Carrie recalled.

Now, with the Town Council team, Carrie hopes to
take a more comprehensive approach to solving issues
faced by residents, especially those with financial
difficulties. Dedicated staff will handhold residents
who need such assistance and help them find a way
out of these challenging times.

Bringing a Different Perspective to
Politics

This year’s election saw a record number of 27 female
candidates, and Carrie believes this will offer a

different perspective in Parliament. She said: “Women
experience life very differently from men. With
more women in Parliament, there will be increased
emphasis and spotlight on issues like domestic care
and caregiving”

One way she hopes to help residents is through
a community child-minding initiative, where
neighbours help watch over one another’s children so
single parents can better juggle work and childcare.
“This facilitates connections between neighbours and
taps on community resources to help families with
their immediate needs, so we can plan for longer-
term solutions with public agencies,” she explained.

Such a network will take time as it requires building
trust amongst childminders and mothers. “We have
started in a small way by roping in women residents
to help out at job fairs at the CC, so jobseekers can
bring their kids and leave them with childminders
while they attend job interviews”

Looking Ahead for Nee Soon South

A supporter of the local arts scene, Carrie is working
on expanding related programmes in Nee Soon South.
“There is a wide pool of talented residents here who
may not have had the opportunity to showcase their
skills,” she said. Aside from setting up a committee
for this, she is collaborating with a local theatre
company to tell stories based on senior residents’ rich
life experiences.

Carrie also encourages the public to sign up as
volunteers through the Nee Soon Cares platform.
Some programmes in the lineup include elderly
befriending, whereby young befrienders can read
newspapers to the elderly and help them navigate
online portals to apply for government schemes.
