Chairman of Nee Soon Town Council, Mr Derrick Goh, and residents
of Nee Soon Link came together on 25 November 2023 to plant trees and
shrubs to make the estate greener. The event is part of the Singapore Green
Plan, which aims to plant one million trees from 2020 to 2030. With several
trees removed for upgrades in surrounding estates, the event was a welcome
opportunity for residents to contribute to preserving a green Nee Soon.

Janise Tan, 39, and Ronald Chan, 40, joined by their 9-year-old son, Edriel
Chan, emphasised the event’s educational value: “It is a good opportunity for
children to learn about the importance of sustainability”

Doris Tan, 76, and Graham Smith, 74, active community members, echoed
the sentiment. They added, “It is important for us as the older generation to
lead by example.”

Residents’ enthusiasm for a greener estate was balanced with their need
for sufficient open space for activities in the field. Plant quantity, type and
location were also strategically planned. The planted Garcinia subelliptica
trees, also known as happiness trees, symbolise the happiness within the
tight-knit community. At the same time, the Ixora “Dwarf Yellow” shrubs
reflect the vibrancy of residents.

“I am excited to see the trees we planted — our community’s sustainability
efforts — grow from my home!” shared Vijayalakshmi Venkataramanan, 64.

After a three-year hiatus, Pets Fiesta, the biggest pet event in the north,
returned on 16 September 2023. It brought together over 3,500 participants
and their furry and feathered friends for a day of fun, community and pet
appreciation at the Multi-Purpose Court @ Khatib.

Nee Soon GRC MPs, Minister K Shanmugam, Assoc Prof Muhammad Faishal
Ibrahim, Derrick Goh, Carrie Tan and Louis Ng, joined the fun, interacting
with participants and their adorable pets. Minister Shanmugam expressed
his delight with the impressive turnout: “Yishun has been very popular with
residents and pet lovers since the first Pets Fiesta in 2015

Over 100 organisations, including vendors, animal welfare groups and
government agencies, joined hands with volunteers and staff at this memorable
event. Together, they championed responsible pet ownership and the cultivation
of an inclusive pet community. Event booths offered pet-rearing tips, guidance,
and products, fostering a vibrant space for information exchange among animal
enthusiasts.

The fiesta featured four main competitions. In “Purrfect Beauty”, cats flaunted
their natural beauty and health, emphasising proper nutrition. “Tempt Tempt
Tempt” underscored the significance of pet-owner bonds as dogs raced to the
finish without succumbing to the temptation of treats. Dogs also showcased
their intelligence in dog obedience tests. All pets were also able to show off their
National Day-themed outfit in “Look Our Best”.

Adding a unique twist, residents had the opportunity to partake in a mass pet
yoga session. It emphasised mental wellness and mindfulness, encouraging
participants to deepen their bond with their pets.

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DECLUTTERING

FOR A SAFER HOME

Nee Soon East Youth Network volunteers, Nee Soon Town Council (NSTC) staff
and conservancy cleaners came together to declutter a severely hoarded unit on
16 September 2023. The unit is owned by an elderly man in his 60s, living alone
and grappling with hoarding tendencies. The cluttered unit not only hindered his
daily life but also posed serious safety risks.

Compulsive hoarding, characterised by the excessive acquisition of items and an
inability or unwillingness to discard them, is a complex issue affecting people of all
ages. It can lead to severe consequences, including fire hazards and compromised
emergency evacuation routes.

With rising fire incidents related to hoarding, government agencies and town
councils have heightened their efforts in tackling hoarding problems. NSTC has
been collaborating with the Agency for Integrated Care, People’s Association and
Residents’ Committees to address these issues. Through house visits, referrals and
partnerships with external organisations, NSTC works diligently to declutter hoarded
units, ensuring a safer environment for residents.

The need for a holistic approach in tackling hoarding tendencies is also recognised.
Compulsive hoarding often stems from mental health conditions, trauma, grief or
social disputes. Thus, addressing the root cause through counselling and guidance is
also essential for sustainable improvement and for preventing a recurrence.

The compassionate and community spirit exemplified in this recent case serves as
an inspiration for fellow residents. As the new year begins, we can reflect on our
collective responsibility to maintain clutter-free homes and communal spaces for a
better Nee Soon.

Sukarelawan Rangkaian Belia Nee Soon East atau Nee Soon East Youth Network,
kakitangan Majlis Perbandaran Nee Soon (NSTC) dan pekerja pembersihan
datang bersama-sama ke sebuah unit untuk mengalihkan banyak barang yang
tidak perlu dan berselerak pada 16 September 2023. Unit tersebut dimiliki oleh
seorang lelaki warga emas berusia 60-an yang tinggal sendirian dan bergelut dengan
kecenderungannya mengumpul dan menyorok banyak barang itu. Unit tersebut yang
bersepah dengan barang-barang itu bukan sahaja menghalang kehidupan hariannya
tetapi juga menimbulkan risiko keselamatan yang serius.

Keinginannya yang kuat dalam mengumpul dan menyorokkan barang-barang
tersebut secara berlebihan dan ketidakupayaan atau keengganannya untuk
membuangnya adalah isu kompleks yang menjejas semua peringkat umur. Ini
boleh menyebabkan akibat yang buruk, termasuk bahaya kebakaran dan laluan
pemindahan kecemasan sepakat yang terjejas.

Dengan peningkatan kejadian kebakaran yang berkaitan dengan mengumpul
dan menyorok barang-barang, agensi pemerintah dan majlis-majlis perbandaran
telah menambahkan usaha mereka dalam menangani masalah tersebut. NSTC
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telah bekerjasama dengan Agensi Penjagaan Bersepadu, Persatuan Rakyat dan
Jawatankuasa Penduduk untuk menghadapi masalah tersebut. Melalui lawatan ke
rumah, rujukan dan kerjasama dengan organisasi luar, NSTC berusaha secara tekun
untuk mengalihkan barang-barang yang dikumpul dan disorokkan oleh unit-unit itu,
supaya dapat memastikan persekitaran yang lebih selamat buat para penduduk.

Keperluan untuk pendekatan holistik dalam menangani kecenderungan mengumpul
dan menyorokkan barang juga telah diiktiraf. Keinginan yang kuat dalam menyorok
barang yang dikumpulkan itu selalunya berpunca daripada keadaan kesihatan
mental, trauma, kesedihan atau pertikaian sosial. Oleh itu, menangani punca asas
melalui kaunseling dan bimbingan adalah juga penting untuk penambahbaikan yang
mampan dan mencegah perkara seperti itu daripada berulang.

Semangat belas kasihan dan kemasyarakatan yang diberikan sebagai contoh dalam
kes terbaru ini merupakan inspirasi buat sesama penduduk. Dengan permulaan
tahun yang baharu, kita boleh merenung tanggungjawab kolektif kita untuk
mengekalkan rumah yang bebas daripada keselerakan dan ruang komunal untuk Nee
Soon yang lebih baik.

The Yishunite of the Year award, organised by Nee Soon Town Council,
honours the dedication and contributions of Nee Soon GRC residents who
tirelessly work towards fostering a vibrant and harmonious community.
Among commendable nominees, two remarkable residents emerged as the

runners-up. From advocating for residents to picking up languages, their
dedication inspires fellow residents to engage in making Nee Soon their
Home with a Heart.

As Vice-Chairperson of Yishun Greenwalk’s Residents’ Network and a
member of the Nee Soon East Community Club Management Committee,
Christine has been cultivating community bonds for eight and a half
years. Leading initiatives like litter picking, educational excursions,
recreational sessions and food distribution, she fosters unity and
camaraderie among residents. Beyond event organisation, Christine
advocates for residents’ concerns, effectively liaising with various
agencies to address and resolve community issues.

Christine encourages, “It is important to remember what drives
us to volunteer and have faith that what we are doing is making
a difference” Juggling responsibilities of a working mother with
two children, she remains steadfast in allocating time for the
community as she recognises the importance of communal bonds,
especially for young children.

“This nomination helped affirm that my networking efforts in the
past years had not been in vain,” Christine expresses gratefully.
This acknowledgement also fuels her determination to enhance her
community contributions. Christine envisions a future with more
compassionate volunteers who positively transform their community. She
urges residents to step up and make a lasting difference, emphasising the
transformative power of united efforts.
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A Nee Soon resident for 22 vyears, Elizabeth has been volunteering since Grassroots Volunteer ,“
secondary school. Now an active member of the Nee Soon East Community
Club Management Committee, she organises and assists various festive events and
celebrations, creating opportunities for community bonding.

Elizabeth shares, “The sense of belonging to a community, witnessing the positive impact
of our efforts, and seeing how residents light up at events — these are priceless, and they
keep me going” In a remarkable effort to build stronger connections, she has expanded
her linguistic repertoire, picking up Malay, Mandarin and Chinese dialects alongside her

proficiency in Tamil and English.

The nomination, together with support received from grassroots leaders, residents, family
and friends, motivates her to work even harder. “Let’s continue to work hand in hand to
make Nee Soon an even better place!” she beckons residents.

Anthony John, 51, might be recognised by Nee Soon residents as the enthusiastic
Share a Pot trainer across various sites in the neighbourhood. Since 2015, he has
been a dedicated volunteer for the community-based project to improve seniors’
nutrition, fitness and social connectedness. In recognition of his contributions, fellow
Yishun residents voted him Yishunite of the Year 2023.

The award, organised by Nee Soon Town Council, acknowledges a Nee Soon GRC
resident who has contributed to the community and embodies the spirit of service
and giving. Anthony, however, humbly attributes the award to the community’s
collective effort: “This award is also for all the participants who have journeyed with
me over the years and for all the people who have supported me, Share a Pot and the
community.”

A Nee Soon resident for about 40 years, Anthony has volunteered in the community
since his secondary school days. While he has helped residents of all ages, his
current focus on supporting seniors stems from a desire to challenge the societal
link between age, strength and importance. Having sustained multiple injuries and
surgeries through his sports involvement, Anthony empathised with challenges faced
by seniors and felt compelled to empower them. He asserts, “Age is just a number. It
is how you feel in your heart that is important”

Anthony was introduced to Share a Pot as a professional trainer and regular
volunteer. “I came on board without really knowing what it was. When I found out it
was for the seniors, it felt like a calling,” he recalls.

With his expertise, Anthony tailors safe programmes for seniors of different
levels. Fuelled by passion and a creative approach that integrates mindfulness and
fun, his programmes have transformed the lives of many seniors. A particularly
heartwarming moment for Anthony was witnessing one participant, Uncle Francis,
transition from using a wheelchair to dancing independently within a year. Anthony
reflects, “I might have inspired Uncle Francis, but he has inspired me too. As I age, I
hope to be as strong in the mind and body as he is”

Looking ahead, Anthony aspires to reach more seniors and involve younger
generations, envisioning a broader range of programmes for the community. “T've
been to many places and volunteered at many, but Yishun will always be my home. It
is where my heart belongs. Ensuring our community is well cared for will always be
my priority,” expresses Anthony.

As Yishunite of the Year 2023, Anthony embodies the spirit of community, sincerity,
and an unwavering commitment to inspire and uplift those around him. He makes
Yishun his Home with a Heart. To fellow Nee Soon residents, he encourages, “No
matter your age, keep inspiring. You never know how far that inspiration goes.”

Anthony John, 51, mungkin dikenali oleh para
penduduk Nee Soon sebagai jurulatih “Share a Pot”
atau Mari Berkongsi Periuk yang penuh ghairah
merentasi pelbagai tapak di kawasan kejiranan
tersebut. Sejak 2015, beliau merupakan seorang
sukarelawan yang berdedikasi untuk projek
berasaskan masyarakat tersebut yang bertujuan
untuk memperbaik pemakanan, kecergasan
dan perkaitan sosial golongan warga emas.
Sebagai pengiktirafan atas sumbangannya, sesama
penduduk Yishun mengundi beliau sebagai Yishunite
of the Year 2023 atau Penduduk Teladan Yishun bagi
tahun 2023.

Anugerah tersebut, yang dianjurkan oleh Majlis Perbandaran Nee Soon, mengiktiraf
seorang penduduk Nee Soon GRC yang telah menyumbang kepada masyarakat dan
menjiwai semangat perkhidmatan dan memberi. Walau bagaimanapun, Anthony
pula dengan rendah hati menyifatkan anugerah tersebut sebagai usaha kolektif
masyarakat. “Anugerah ini juga adalah untuk semua para peserta yang telah
mengembara bersama saya selama ini dan untuk semua orang yang telah menyokong
saya, Share a Pot (Berkongsi Periuk) dan masyarakat.”

Sebagai seorang penduduk Nee Soon selama 40 tahun, Anthony telah menjadi
sukarelawan dalam masyarakat sejak beliau masih bersekolah menengah lagi.
Walaupun beliau telah membantu penduduk dari semua peringkat umur,
tumpuan semasanya ialah untuk menyokong warga emas yang berpunca daripada
keinginannya untuk mencabar hubungan masyarakat antara umur, kekuatan dan
kepentingan. Setelah mengalami pelbagai kecederaan dan pembedahan melalui
penglibatan beliau dalam sukan, Anthony memahami cabaran yang dihadapi
oleh warga emas dan berasa terdorong untuk memperkasakan mereka. Beliau

menegaskan, “Umur hanyalah angka. Apa-apa yang anda rasai dalam hati anda itulah
yang penting.”

Anthony telah diperkenalkan kepada Share a Pot sebagai jurulatih profesional
dan sukarelawan tetap. “Saya bermula tanpa benar-benar mengetahui akan hal itu.
Apabila saya mendapat tahu hal itu adalah untuk warga emas, saya terasa seperti satu
panggilan,” kata beliau.

Dengan kepakarannya, Anthony menyesuaikan program selamat untuk warga emas
dari pelbagai peringkat yang berbeza. Didorong oleh semangat dan pendekatan
kreatif yang menyepadukan kesedaran dan keseronokan, program beliau telah
mengubah kehidupan ramai warga emas. Satu saat yang sangat menggembirakan
bagi Anthony ialah menyaksikan seorang peserta, Pak Cik Francis, beralih daripada
menggunakan kerusi roda sehingga menari secara bebas dalam tempoh setahun.
Anthony merenung kembali, “Saya mungkin telah menginspirasikan Pak Cik Francis,
tetapi dia telah menginspirasikan saya juga. Dengan usia saya yang meningkat, saya
berharap untuk menjadi kuat dari segi minda dan tubuh sepertinya”

Memandang ke hadapan, Anthony bercita-cita untuk mencapai lebih ramai warga
emas dan melibatkan generasi muda, membayangkan rangkaian program yang lebih
luas untuk masyarakat. “Saya telah pergi ke banyak tempat dan menjadi sukarelawan
di tempat-tempat itu, tetapi Yishun akan sentiasa menjadi rumah saya. Di situlah
terletaknya hati saya. Memastikan komuniti kita dijaga dengan baik akan sentiasa
menjadi keutamaan saya,” luah Anthony.

Sebagai Yishunite of the Year 2023, Anthony menjiwai semangat kemasyarakatan,
keikhlasan, dan komitmen yang tidak berbelah bagi dalam memberikan inspirasi
dan menaikkan semangat mereka di sekelilingnya. Beliau menjadikan Yishun sebagai
rumahnya yang berhati. Kepada sesama penduduk Nee Soon, beliau menggalakkan,
“Tidak kira berapa usia anda, teruslah berinspirasi. Anda tidak akan tahu sejauh
mana inspirasi itu akan berkembang.”

Sowing a Sustainable anc
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Nestled atop Blk 506 multi-storey carpark, Nee Soon’s
community permaculture garden officially launched in
October 2023. “Our goal for the garden is to provide
organic harvests to those in need and serve as a space
for all residents to bond, learn and contribute to a
sustainable and compassionate community,” expressed
Residents’ Network volunteer Mr Kaneshwaran s/o
Narayasamy, 45.

Guiding this initiative is the gardens lead volunteer,
36-year-old Mr Anthony Keng. Initially spurred by a
quest for fresh herbs and waste reduction, his gardening
journey blossomed to encompass sustainable gardening
of various fruits, vegetables and herbs.

Mr Keng draws from permaculture principles as he
meticulously plans the garden. “Permaculture is about
making gardening sustainable by imitating nature —
working with what we have with the least effort and
wastage,” he explained.

Another important aspect of permaculture is caring
for the community. Since its inception, the garden has
enriched the community. Harvests from the garden are
donated to the community fridge at Blk 506B, ensuring
that needy families have access to fresh, high-quality
produce.

Moreover, recognising Singapore’s vulnerability to
external food supply challenges, the permaculture
garden aims to strengthen local food supply resilience
through education. Mr Keng elaborated, “While this
garden will not be able to feed the entire community,
it informs residents about the actionable steps they can
take to reduce our reliance on food imports.”

The garden also extends its impact by reaching out to
organisations and businesses in the neighbourhood.
Collaborations with My First Skool promise educational
opportunities for children during morning walks
and sensory sessions, fostering an understanding of
sustainability and biodiversity.

As the garden continues flourishing, it aspires to broaden
its reach. As Nee Soon is a silver zone, the garden seeks
to engage more elderly residents meaningfully. Residents
can also look forward to gardening, composting, and
related sustainable practices workshops.

The community garden welcomes all residents every
Sunday from 9am to 12pm, whether to volunteer, learn
or explore! As the garden grows with new volunteers,
residents can anticipate more opening days and
engagements.

It is fully funded by the government and aims to create a
vibrant environment by enhancing amenities, introducing greenery, and
establishing an inclusive environment for everyone to live, work and play.
The NRP can only proceed if it obtains at least 75% support from
residents. One resident, Mr Robert Morales, 42, was optimistic about
the vote being passed.

I'm especially looking forward to the new playground so I can bring my
kids there.”

DYSLEXIA

How DAS is Making a
Difference

“It may be difficult

for children to express
themselves, so you need to
ask them questions and read
their verbal and physical
cues to find out what they're
really saying.”

Jasmine Lee, 41, became concerned about
her daughter, Keira Fan, when she was
still in preschool. Keira was very quiet in
class and only participated when lessons
involved physical activities or games. As
Jasmine observed her daughter falling

behind her classmates, she decided to take

action.

“When Keira was in kindergarten,
her teacher informed us that she had
difficulty —reading simple words,”
Jasmine remembered. “Although Keira could interact with her
classmates, she had trouble communicating effectively. She couldn’t even write
her name. That’s when I realised we needed to seek professional assistance.”

After consultations with child development specialists at a polyclinic and KK Women’s
and Children’s Hospital (KKH), Keira was diagnosed with dyslexia. It was also from KKH
that Jasmine first discovered the Dyslexia Association of Singapore (DAS).

DAS is a social service organisation located at Blk 741 Yishun Avenue 5. With over
250 full-time employees, they offer a diverse range of services to individuals with
dyslexia and others facing learning difficulties across Singapore.

When Keira enrolled, classes were conducted over Zoom due to the COVID-19

pandemic. Despite the added barrier, Jasmine noticed Keira’s increased engagement

levels. “While Keira withdrew in her previous learning environment, she was able to
open up and make more friends here,” Jasmine remarked.

Jasmine attributes Keira’s ability to thrive in this new environment to the
teachers at DAS. “They adeptly and warmly cater to the specific learning needs
of children with dyslexia. They even
taught me techniques I can use with
Keira, which helped me communicate
better with her,” shared Jasmine.

Through DAS’ tailored teaching methods
and active communication with parents,
Keira became more enthusiastic about
learning, even outside of class. “Keira
is much more curious now, picking up
books and asking for help reading certain
words,” Jasmine observed. “She can even
write her English and Chinese names
now, which is a huge step!”

Witnessing Keiras progress, Jasmine
urges other parents not to dismiss their
childs quiet or disruptive behaviour at
school. She emphasises the importance
of collaborating with teachers to uncover
underlying challenges, asserting, “It is our
responsibility to identify what is different
in our child, understand their needs, and
be there to help them.”

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MENGATASI DISLEKSIA

Bagaimana DAS Merubah Keadaan

“Mungkin sukar untuk anak anda meluahkan
perasaan mereka. Maka anda perlu bertanya

kepadanya soalan dan melihat isyarat lisan dan fizikal
mereka untuk mengetahui apa yang sebenarnya
mereka katakan.”

Jasmine Lee, 41, mula bimbang tentang anak perempuannya, Keira Fan, ketika dia
masih di prasekolah. Keira sangat pendiam di dalam kelas dan hanya turut serta apabila
pelajaran melibatkan aktiviti fizikal atau permainan. Ketika Jasmine mendapati prestasi
anak perempuannya ketinggalan di belakang rakan sekelasnya, dia memutuskan untuk
mengambil tindakan.

“Ketika Keira di tadika, gurunya memberitahu kami bahawa dia mengalami kesukaran
membaca perkataan yang senang,” ingat Jasmine. “Walaupun Keira boleh berinteraksi
dengan rakan sekelasnya, dia menghadapi masalah untuk berkomunikasi dengan
berkesan. Namanya sendiri pun dia tidak boleh tulis. Ketika itulah saya sedar kami
perlu mendapatkan bantuan profesional.”

Selepas berunding dengan para pakar perkembangan kanak-kanak di poliklinik dan
Hospital KK untuk Wanita dan Kanak-kanak (KKH), Keira disahkan mengalami
disleksia. Dari KKH jugalah Jasmine mendapat tahu tentang Persatuan Disleksia
Singapura (DAS).

DAS ialah organisasi perkhidmatan sosial yang terletak di Blk 741 Yishun Ave 5.
Dengan lebih daripada 250 pekerja sepenuh masa, mereka menawarkan pelbagai
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perkhidmatan kepada individu yang mengalami disleksia dan mereka yang menghadapi
masalah pembelajaran di seluruh Singapura.

Semasa Keira mendaftar, kelas dikendalikan melalui Zoom disebabkan pandemik
COVID-19. Meskipun terdapat rintangan tambahan ini, Jasmine menyedari tentang
peningkatan tahap penglibatan Keira. “Walaupun Keira menyisihkan dirinya ketika
berada dalam persekitaran pembelajarannya sebelum ini, dia lebih bersifat terbuka dan
senang menjalin persahabatan dengan lebih ramai rakan di sini,” kata Jasmine.

Jasmine mengaitkan keupayaan Keira yang menunjukkan kemajuan dalam persekitaran
baharu ini kepada usaha guru-guru di DAS. “Mereka dengan cekap dan mesra
memenuhi keperluan pembelajaran khusus untuk kanak-kanak yang mengalami
disleksia. Mereka juga mengajar saya teknik yang saya boleh gunakan dengan Keira. Ini
membantu saya berkomunikasi dengan lebih baik dengannya,” kongsi Jasmine.

Melalui kaedah pengajaran yang disesuaikan DAS dan komunikasi aktif dengan ibu
bapa, Keira menjadi lebih bersemangat untuk belajar, meskipun di luar kelas. “Keira
lebih ingin tahu kini, mengambil buku dan meminta bantuan membaca perkataan
tertentu,” kata Jasmine. “Sekarang, dia juga boleh menulis namanya dalam bahasa

Inggeris dan Cina. Ini merupakan satu kemajuan amat besar!

Berdasarkan pengalamannya memantau perkembangan Keira, Jasmine menggesa ibu
bapa lain supaya tidak mengabaikan tingkah laku anak mereka yang pendiam atau suka
menimbulkan gangguan di sekolah. Dia menekankan kepentingan bekerjasama dengan
guru untuk mendedahkan cabaran tersembunyi dan menegaskan, “Ia merupakan
tanggungjawab kita untuk mengenal pasti sebarang kelainan dalam diri anak kita,
memahami keperluan mereka dan sentiasa bersama mereka untuk memberikan
bantuan.”
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
