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UWHERE HEART MEETS DUTY

Getting to Know Nee Soon South MP Ms Lee Hui Ying

If you have attended events around Nee Soon South, you have probably already
seen Ms Lee Hui Ying chatting with residents in the void deck, offering a hand
during community activities, or speaking to seniors with a familiar warmth.
But beyond the friendly face and calm presence is a story shaped by years of
volunteering, personal values, and a deep desire to serve.

Hui Ying began volunteering at the age of 19. Over the years, community work
became less of a hobby and more of her calling. Volunteering has always been her
source of energy. “It’s like meeting friends,” she shared. “Connecting with residents,
understanding their issues, and doing meaningful work for our residents keeps me
grounded. It recharges me”

A key influence in her journey is former Nee Soon South MP, Er Dr Lee Bee Wah, whom
she regards as a mentor. “One of the best pieces of advice given to me was to ‘always be
myself ’,” Hui Ying recalled. “At the time, I thought it was simple guidance. But now I realise
that it also means staying authentic, grounded, and true to how I want to serve people”

Her transition from volunteer to MP may seem like a big leap, but Hui Ying
remains undaunted at the new challenge. “I do not see this as work, per se. It is
a duty and a privilege,” she explained. “I was heartened to see many residents ask
me how they could help,” she said with a smile. “I think they just wanted to see
me do well” Today, she often brings her niece along to events, finding small but
meaningful ways to balance family time with community work.

This foundation guides her approach to resident issues too. When faced with
conflicting needs or difficult trade-offs, she relies on a simple principle. “Listen
with an open mind and an open heart,” she said. For her, the process matters just
as much as the solution. “There is never a perfect answer, but residents appreciate
clarity and honesty.”

With her warm personality, strong foundation in community work, and genuine
care for residents, Ms Lee Hui Ying hopes to continue building strong relationships
in Nee Soon South.

Mengenali Anggota Parlimen
Nee Soon South, Cik Lee Hui Ying

Jika anda pernah menghadiri acara di sekitar kawasan Nee Soon South, anda
mungkin pernah melihat Cik Lee Hui Ying berbual mesra dengan para penduduk
di kolong blok, menghulurkan bantuan semasa menyertai kegiatan masyarakat,
atau berinteraksi dengan warga emas ibarat kawan rapat. Namun, di sebalik wajah
ceria dan keperibadiannya yang tenang, terdapat sebuah kisah yang dibentuk oleh
penglibatan bertahun-tahun dalam kerja kesukarelawanan, nilai-nilai peribadi dan
keinginan yang mendalam untuk berkhidmat.

Cik Hui Ying mula menjadi sukarelawan pada usia sembilan belas tahun. Selepas
bertahun-tahun melakukan kerja kemasyarakatan, penglibatannya bertukar
daripada hobi kepada seruan untuk berbakti sebagai satu tanggungjawab peribadi.
Dari dulu hingga kini, kerja sebagai sukarelawan menjadi sumber tenaganya. “Ia
seperti bertemu dengan kawan,” kongsi beliau. “Berhubung dengan para penduduk,
memahami isu-isu yang mereka hadapi, dan melaksanakan tugas yang bermakna
untuk mereka mengingatkan saya supaya terus merenung diri dan rendah hati. Ia
menyegarkan saya.”

Pengaruh utama beliau dalam perjalanan ini ialah mantan AP Nee Soon South, Er
Dr Lee Bee Wah, yang dianggapnya sebagai mentor. “Salah satu nasihatnya yang
terbaik kepada saya adalah agar saya berkhidmat dengan ikhlas dan jujur,” Cik Hui
Ying mengimbas kembali. “Pada masa itu, saya sangka ia merupakan petua yang
mudah. Tetapi sekarang saya sedar ia juga memerlukan saya bersikap autentik,
rendah hati dan komited untuk berkhidmat kepada orang ramai”

Peralihannya daripada seorang sukarelawan kepada seorang AP mungkin kelihatan
seperti satu lonjakan besar, tetapi Cik Hui Ying tetap bersemangat waja menyahut
cabaran baharu itu. “Bagi saya, apa yang saya lakukan ini bukanlah kerja semata-
mata. Ja satu kewajipan dan juga satu penghormatan,” jelasnya. “Mereka bertanya
kepada saya bagaimana mereka boleh membantu,” katanya sambil tersenyum.
“Saya rasa mereka mahu lihat saya berjaya mencapai misi saya.” Hari ini, beliau
sering membawa anak saudara perempuannya ke acara-acara, mengusahakan cara
kecil tetapi bermakna untuk mengimbangi masa bersama keluarga dengan kerja
kemasyarakatan.

Pendekatan asas ini juga membantunya menangani isu-isu penduduk. Apabila
berhadapan dengan keperluan yang bercanggah atau jalan keluar yang sukar,
beliau bergantung kepada prinsip yang mudah. “Dengar dengan minda dan hati
yang terbuka,” katanya. Baginya, proses sama penting dengan huraian. “Tiada
penyelesaian yang sempurna, sebaliknya penduduk menghargai kejelasan dan
kejujuran kita.”

Dengan keperibadiannya yang mesra, latar belakang yang utuh dalam kerja
kemasyarakatan, dan keprihatinan yang tulus ikhlas terhadap para penduduk, Cik Lee
Hui Ying berharap dapat terus membina hubungan yang kukuh di Nee Soon South.
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
